What is Safeguarding?
Safeguarding means that school always works to:
- protect you from harm
- make sure nothing stops you from being happy
- make sure you are safely looked after

Who is in charge of safeguarding?
We have people in school who are specially trained to help you. These people are called Designated Safeguarding Leads and their special job is to help you keep safe. You can get help and advice from them if you are worried or unhappy about something. These people are:

Who else helps with Safeguarding?
It is the job of everyone that works at school to keep you safe so you can also speak with any adult you trust. The adult you speak to may need to check things with the Designated Safeguarding Lead so we can work out the best way to help and support you.
There are times when we may need to contact others for support. This is because school might need help in some situations to make sure you are safe. These will be professionals who are specially trained and are great at helping young people in different ways. The Designated Safeguarding Lead will always explain what is happening and you can always go to them to ask questions if you are unsure about anything.
